St. Felicitas Preschool to close next year 
We are sorry to announce that, based on a review 
of past financial information and the future pro-
jected financial position of our preschool, the St. 
Felicitas Preschool will close at the end of this 
school year.  Although every effort was made over 
the last two years to improve the situation, we were 
not able to make improvements mainly due to a 
decrease in enrollment from about 90 students sev-
eral years ago to less than 40 this year.  This de-
crease has occurred even while making many ef-
forts to promote our preschool and has resulted in 
losing approximately $30,000 per year.  The parish 
simply cannot afford to subsidize this deficit indefi-
nitely.  We are currently in the process of investi-
gating other alternatives for our families and hope 
to be able to present them very soon………..Fr. Sal
